Curing: Fresh concrete must be cured properly. Use Ozone CureCrete or wet hessian.

Effect of over dosing: When accidental overdosing occurs, the retardation of initial set air content and 
workability increases. During this period the concrete must be kept moist in order to prevent premature 
drying out.
